4. Inspection of Stores by Nominated Inspection Authority / Agency of buyer or their
authorized representatives

An independent third party Professional Inspection Body can help buyer in mitigating buyer’s risk with pre-
dispatch/post-dispatch inspection in order to ensure that equipment, components, solutions and documentation
conform to contractual requirements. The buyer has a right to inspect goods in reasonable manner and within
reasonable time at any reasonable place as indicated in contract. Inspection Fee/ Charges (as pre-greed between
buyer and Inspection Agency) would   be borne by the buyer as per their internal arrangement but may be
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recovered from the seller if the consignment failed to conform to contractual specification and got  rejected by
the Inspection Officer .If so requested and accepted by the seller ,  initially seller may  pay for inspection
charges  as applicable and get the same  reimbursed from buyer if consignment accepted by the Inspecting
Officer . For reimbursement seller has to submit proof of payment to Inspection Agency.

Seller/OEM shall send a notice in writing / e-mail to the Inspecting officer / inspection agency specifying the place
of inspection as per contract and the Inspecting officer shall on receipt of such notice notify to the seller the date
and time when the stores would be inspected. The seller shall, at his own expenses, afford to the Inspecting
officer, all reasonable facilities as may be necessary for satisfying himself that the stores are being and or have
been manufactured in accordance with the technical particulars governing the supply. The decision of the
purchaser representative /inspection authority regarding acceptance / rejection of consignment shall be final and
binding on the seller.

The Seller shall provide, without any extra charge, all materials, tools, labour and assistance of every kind which
the Inspecting officer may demand of him for any test, and examination, other than special or independent test,
which he shall require to be made on the seller's premises and the seller shall bear and pay all costs attendant
thereon.

The seller shall also provide and deliver store / sample from consignment under inspection free of charge at any
such place other than his premises as the Inspecting officer may specify for acceptance tests for which
seller/OEM does not have the facilities or for special/ independent tests.

In the event of rejection of stores or any part thereof by the Inspecting officer basis testing outside owing to lack
of test facility at sellers premises, the seller shall, on demand, pay to the buyer the costs incurred in the
inspection and/or test. Cost of test shall be assessed at the rate charged by the Laboratory to private persons for
similar work.

Inspector shall have the right to put all the stores or materials forming part of the same or any part thereof to
such tests as he may like fit and proper as per QAP/governing specification. The seller shall not be entitled to
object on any ground whatsoever to the method of testing adopted by the Inspecting officer.

Unless otherwise provided for in the contract, the quantity of the stores or materials expended in test will be
borne by seller.

Inspecting officer is the Final Authority to Certify Performance / accept the consignment. The Inspecting
officer’s decision as regards the rejection shall be final and binding on the seller.

The seller shall if so required at his own expense shall mark or permit the Inspecting officer to mark all the
approved stores with a recognised Government or purchaser's mark.

5. Reverse Auction would be conducted amongst all the technically qualified bidders except the Highest quoting
bidder. The technically qualified Highest Quoting bidder will not be allowed to participate in RA. However, H-1
will also be allowed to participate in RA in following cases:

8. Scope of Supply – Technical Description/Requirement/Quality requirement etc.: The stores supplied
shall be of the best quality and Workmanship, shall be in strict conformity with all the drawings and s
pecifications furnished with the Purchase Orders and shall address the Technical description in all res
pects. Where tenders are called for in accordance with ‘particulars’, the seller’s tender to supply in a
ccordance with such ‘particulars’ shall be deemed to be an admission on his part that he has fully ac
quainted himself with the details thereof and no claim on his part which may arise on account of non
-examination or insufficient examination of the ‘particulars’ will in any circumstances be considered.
The items not specifically listed but required for completeness of stores / system deemed to be inclu
ded. All supplies should be accompanied by Sellers works inspections/ test certificates duly certifyin
g, the Stores are in strict conformity with the drawings/specifications. The final acceptance will be su
bject to inspection and approval at Buyer’s premises. Once the material are rejected and communica
ted to the Seller, no request shall be entertained for re- inspection or acceptance of the stores. Howe
ver, Buyer reserves the right to re-inspect the stores and consider acceptance at his discretion.

9. Packing Conditions:  The stores should be properly packed for tropical storage and for transport by
rail, road, sea or air so as to ensure and to protect them against loss, damage, corrosion in transit on
arrival at their destination. The packing and marking of packages shall be done by and at the expens
e of the seller. Each package shall contain a Packing Note quoting Purchase Order number and date 
showing its contents in detail. Each package shall be properly marked with Purchase Order No., Con
signee’s name & address, gross weight, package-handling instructions etc. The package shall have a
dequate provision for handling during transit and at destination.The packing, shipping, storage and p
rocessing of the delivery must comply with the prevailing legislation and regulations concerning safet
y, the environment and working conditions. In case of Imports, items packed with raw/ solid wood pa
cking material should be treated as per ISPM-15 (fumigation) and accompanied by Phytosanitory/ Fu
migation certificate. If safety information sheets exist for a delivery or the packaging, the seller must
always supply these sheets direct (at the same time). The packing shall allow for easy removal and c
hecking of goods on receipt and comply with carrier’s conditions of packing or established trade prac
tices. If any consignment needs special handling instruction, the same shall be clearly marked with s
tandard symbols / instructions. Hazardous material should be notified as such and their packing, tra
nsportation and other protection must conform to relevantregulations.

10. Inspection and Technical documents requirements:

a) The supply made against respective orders will be subject to Buyer inspection at his premises. T
he Seller shall be responsible for items supplied till the same have been inspected and accepte
d by Buyer. In case the goods / services are rejected at the time of inspection at Buyer Place or 
the rejections are noticed at the time of further processing the Seller will be informed of these r
ejections. On receipt of this information the Seller shall immediately arrange to collect the rejec
ted items at his cost and risk and arrange for the replacement of goods within the shortest
possible time. Under no circumstances the Seller shall compel the Buyer to rework the rejected 
goods. The rejected material will lie in Buyer factory premises at the risk and cost of the Seller, 
pending receipt of disposal instruction from them. If so desired by the Seller, the rejected mater
ials, for which no payment made by Buyer may be packed and returned to the Seller for arrangi

ng replacement /rectification on ‘freight to pay’ basis at his cost and risk and the dispatch docu
ments will be forwarded to the Seller directly by Buyer to enable him to arrange insurance and 
take delivery of the same. Wherever payment is already made by Buyer to the Seller, the reject
ed material will be returned to the Seller against refund of the amount already paid by Buyer / s
ubmission of BG for the value of rejected goods. The packing, freight charges etc., on replacem
ent of returned materials shall be borne by the Seller irrespective of the terms in the purchase 
order, since such charges were already incurred and borne by Buyer on the original consignme
nt, which got rejected and returned to the Seller. In case the rejected materials are not required
to be replaced, freight, insurance charges etc., incurred by Buyer on the original consignment s
hall be recovered from the Seller's bills.

b) Ground Rent: If the material supplied by the vendors is rejected at the factory premises, the vend
or is required to lift the rejected material within 30 days of issue of rejection I-Note. Factories ha
ve right to recover a charge for the storage space at @1% of the cost of material un-cleared, pe
r week or part thereof, with maximum ceiling of 10% of value of the items. After lapse of 10 wee
ks, if it is found that firm has not taken any action for lifting of items, the goods may be confisca
ted and disposed off as per disposal procedure in vogue after sending a notice and giving 30 wo
rking days time to the firm. Ground rent shall be calculated from the date of expiry of the period
of removal of item. No ground rent should be charged from Central/State Govt/Central PSUs. W
hen the firm fails to pay the applicable ground rent within the prescribed period, factory is entitl
ed to recover the ground rent due and all incidental expenses from EMD/PSD.

c) Buyer or his authorized representative shall be entitled at all reasonable times during execution t
o inspect, examine and test at the Seller's premises the material and workmanship of all stores 
to be supplied under the Contract, and if the part of the stores are being manufactured at other 
premises the Seller shall obtain Buyer's or his authorized representative’s concurrence to inspe
ct, examine and test as if the said stores are being manufactured at the Seller's premises. Such 
inspection, examination and testing, if made shall not release the Seller from any obligation un
der the Contract. If the defects are not remedied within a reasonable /stipulated time, the purch
aser may proceed to rectify the defects at the seller’s risk & cost but without prejudice to any o
ther rights which the buyer may have against the Seller in respect of their failure to remedy suc
h defects. All costs related to inspections and re-inspections shall be borne by the Seller. The c
ost of inspection staff/ third party specified by the Buyer shall be borne by Buyer, unless other
wise specifically agreed. When the Contract provides for tests on the premises of the Seller or a
ny of his Sub- contractor/s, Seller shall be responsible to provide assistance such as, labour, ma
terials, electricity, fuels, stores, apparatus, instruments as may be required and as may be reas
onably demanded to carry out such tests efficiently. Cost of any type test or such other special 
tests shall be borne by the Buyer only if specifically agreed. The Seller shall give the authorized
representative of the Buyer reasonable prior notice in writing of the date on and the place at wh
ich any stores will be ready for inspection/ testing as provided in the Contract.

11. Acceptance of Goods: Material on arrival at Buyer’s premises will be inspected by QA/Inspection
Department as per appropriate Quality Assurance Plan and their decision in the matter will be fi
nal. The test certificate and relevant supporting documents should be sent along with the consig
nment.

12. Payment Terms: The standard payment terms shall be 100% payment against Seller’s bill by Acc
ount transfer through NEFT/RTGS only for accepted materials within 30 days from the date of rec
eipt of material or submission of bills/documents, whichever is later. Normally no request for Adv
ance Payment is entertained. However, where Advance Payment is considered in select cases, t
he same may be allowed, subject to furnishing Bank Guarantee(in prescribed format) from a sch
eduled commercial Bank (other than Cooperative Bank) for an amount equal to 110% of the adv
ance released.

13. Warranty:

a) All the Stores supplied shall be warranted against any defect in material, Workmanship, defec
tive design, materials and non-conformance to intended performance, manufacturing defec
ts, or dimension etc., for a period of nil for Raw material calendar months from the date t
hey are actually put to use or calendar months from the date of receipt and acceptance of s
upply in Buyer's place / buyer's designated place, whichever is earlier and the seller shall re
medy such defects at his/her own cost or replace free of charge such stores when called up
on to do so.

b) The seller cannot absolve their responsibility for warranty of material even though it is inspect
ed & approved by Inspection authority.

c) In case of defective Stores which need to be re-exported for repairs to the manufacturer’s wor
ks, To & Fro freight, insurance charges & custom duty for replacement have to be borne by 
the seller.
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d) During warrantee period any equipment or component thereof supplied by the seller, suffers 
due to defective material and or due to improper design and or due to defective drawing or 
due to faulty workmanship the seller will assume full responsibility of rectification of such d
efective equipment or component thereof including direct expenses related to removal and 
re-positioning of the replacement/repaired equipment or component thereof and subsequen
t test & trial, incurred thereon without any financial implication to Buyer.

e) In the event Buyer desires to have extension of Warranty period beyond the stipulated period,
as above, the seller shall quote for the same (on monthly basis) for the period of such exten
sion.

f) If the defects intimated during the Warranty period are not remedied within a reasonable / stip
ulated time, the Buyer may proceed to rectify the defects at the seller's risk and cost, but w
ithout prejudice to any other rights which the Buyer may have against the Seller in respect 
of the failure of the Seller to remedy such defects.

g) In the event of Seller’s failure to attend the Warranty defects within a reasonable period of tim
e, the Performance Bank Guarantee will be encashed by the Buyer.  The Buyer’s decision sh
all be final and binding on Seller in this regard.

h) All packing, forwarding, insurance and delivery charges arising against this would be borne by
the Seller. The guarantee period would be extended by equivalent period for which the mat
erial is not available for the repaired parts, which were repaired & replaced during the Warra
nty period. The Warranty is subject to proper preservation, maintenance, storage, handling 
and usage of equipment by Buyer & Buyer's customer and does not covers repairs carried o
ut without the prior consent of the seller / seller rep.

i) Warranty calls needs to be attended within_____hrs. Warranty of the stores will be extended b
y residual period.

14. Option Clause:

a) The Buyer reserves the right to place orders for additional quantity up to a maximum of 25% o
f the originally contracted quantity at the same rate and terms of contract within the original 
Delivery Period (DP) as well as Re-fixed/Extended DP subject to :

i. there being a requirement for the item.

ii. incorporation of Option clause in the contract,there being no downward trend in price (co
nsent of supplier is not necessary) or if there is a downward trend, the supplier agreeing
to reduce the price for the enhanced quantity duly matching with the fall in prices, and

iii. if no fruitful result will accrue by floating fresh TE or when the store is urgently required f
or meeting production targets.

b. The Option clause can be exercised (if necessary more than once) provided the cumulative of 
the Option clause quantities exercised does not exceed the option clause quantity provided i
n the contract.

c. In multivendor situation, to provide a level playingfield to all the vendors, any bid received wit
hout compliance to Option clause, may be considered as unresponsive by concerned TPC.

d. Option clause may be operated normally on completion of 90% quantity of original supply ord
er (or lesser qty as decided by concerned TPC).

15. Customs Duty:

i. In case of imported stores offered against forward delivery, the Bidders shall quote prices exclu
sive of customs duty, duly specifying separately the CIF Price and the customs duty payable. T
he Bidder shall also indicate the rate of customs duty applicable along with Indian Customs Tar
iff Number. Customs duty actually paid shall be reimbursed on production of necessary docum
ents i.e. (1) copy of Bill of Entry, (2) copy of Bill of Lading, (3) foreign Principals invoice. Howev
er, if the Bidder imports the stores in question against his own commercial quota Import licens
e, he will also be required to submit in addition to the triplicate copy of bills of entry, etc., a ce
rtificate from his Internal Auditor on the bill, to the effect that the following items/ quantity in t
he bill of entry are related to the stores imported against the Buyers Contract Number …………

ii. Subsequent to the reimbursement of customs duty if the Seller obtains any refund of customs 
duty, such refund shall immediately be remitted, in full, to the Buyer. In case of failure to do so
, the Buyer shall be fully empowered to deduct a sum equivalent to the amount of customs ref
unded, without any further reference to the Seller, from any of their outstanding bills against t
he contract or any other pending Government contract and no disputes on this account shall b
e raised by the Seller.

iii. Subsequent to the reimbursement of customs duty, the Seller shall submit to the concerned P
aying Authority a certificate to the effect that he has not obtained any customs duty refund. In 
addition, Seller shall also submit to the Paying Authority a certificate, immediately after lapse 
of the period specified in the Customs Act by which application for refund are to be filed with t
he Customs Authorities, stating that he has not applied for refund of the customs duty.
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16. Pre-contract Integrity Pact: Not Applicable
17. Liquidated Damages (LD): The time for and the date of delivery of the stores stipulated in the 

Purchase Order shall be deemed to be the essence of the contract, and delivery must be comple
ted not later than the dates specified therein. Should the Seller fail to deliver the material to our 
premises or any consignment thereof within the period prescribed for such delivery, Buyer shall 
be entitled to recover from the Seller agreed liquidated damages, and not by way of penalty a su
m of 0.5% per week of delay or part thereof, subject to a maximum of 10% as our claim towards 
liquidated damages on the undelivered part of the order. The LD will be charged on the basic cos
t excluding taxes and duties. Imposition, recovery or settlement of this LD shall not affect Buyer’
s right to performance, compensation and termination of the agreement. Liquidated Damages in
contracts with Price Variation formula shall be levied on the price as varied by the operation of th
e Price Variation clause.

 

18. Earnest Money Deposit:  Not Applicable

19. Performance Security Deposit (PSD):

a) The Seller (successful bidder awarded contract) shall deposit 3% of the total value of this orde
r /contract value including taxes & duties as Performance Security Depositby way of Account Pa
yee Demand Draft/Banker’s Cheque/Fixed Deposit Receipt from a Commercial Bank of India/Ba
nk Guarantee in the prescribed format(enclosed) from a Commercial Bank of India (for Indigeno
us Sellers)/ Bank of International repute for which counter guarantee is given by Indian Bank (fo
r Foreign Sellers) within specified date(normally 15 days after notification of the award of contra
ct/ date of acceptance). Indemnity Bonds may be accepted as PSD from Central PSUs.

b) PSD is not necessary for contracts valuing up to ₹5 lakhs.

c) The PSD/Performance Bank Guarantee should be valid for additional period of 60 days beyond
the delivery date of completion of all contractual obligation including Warranty period (if any). I
n the event of the Contractual delivery period being extended by the Buyer, the Seller shall be r
esponsible to ensure that the validity of the Performance Guarantee is also simultaneously exte
nded/re-validated so that it is valid for additional period of 60 days beyond the new delivery dat
e of completion of all contractual obligation including warranty period (if any).

d) In the event of non-performance of the item and if Seller fail to attend the defects within reaso
nable period of time, the PSD will be forfeited /the Performance Bank Guarantee will be encash
ed. In case any claims or any other contract obligations are outstanding, the Seller shall extend
the Performance Bank Guarantee as requested by the Buyer till such time as the Seller settles a
ll claims and completes all contract obligations. The Performance Bank Guarantee shall also be l
iable for encashment/forfeited if conditions regarding adherence to delivery schedule and other
provisions of the contract are not fulfilled by the Seller. The Buyer decision shall be final and bin
ding in this regard.

e) Performance Security Deposit is initially to be given by the supplier for original supply order q
uantity without option clause quantity. PSD (without interest except FDR) for the original supply
order quantity may be returned after 60 days of fulfilment of all contractual obligations of the or
iginal supply order quantity including warranty period (if any). Regarding Option Clause, PSD a
mount may be worked out based on Option Clause quantity. PSD for Option Clause quantity ma
y be returned after 60 days of fulfilment of all contractual obligations of the Option Clause quan
tity including warranty period(if any).

f) PSD will be submitted in favour of “Troop Comforts Limited”. The Seller should sent original co
py of PSD to Factory /Unit concerned first with a copy to “Troop Comforts Limited”. After verific
ation/confirmation of genuineness by the relevant Bank, a copy of the same can be forwarded b
y Factory to Troop Comforts Limited Hqr. Kanpur.

g) Other terms as per GEM General Term and condition.

20. Termination Clause : Buyer reserves the right to cancel the order with 15 days’ notice without
any financial liability in the event of any of the following:

a) When the item offered by the Seller repeatedly fails in the inspection and/or the Seller is not i
n position to either rectify the defects or offer items conforming to the contracted quality stan
dards.
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b) When the Seller fails to honour any part of the contract including failure to deliver the contract
ed stores/ render services in time.

c) Adulterated supplies as determined according to Prevention of Food Adulteration Act, 1954 an
d Rules, 1995 as amended from time to time.

d) Supplies inferior to the specified quality.
e) Unbranded/deceptively branded / spurious supplies against branded items in the Purchase Or

der.
f) Time expired supplies.
g) When the Seller is found to have made any false or fraudulent declaration or statement to get

the contract or he is found to be indulging in unethical or unfair trade practices.
h) Based on the decision of Arbitration Tribunal.
i) The seller is declared bankrupt or become insolvent.

21. Insolvency:If the Seller enters into liquidation, whether compulsory or voluntary (otherwise tha
n or amalgamation or reconstruction with another party taking over all his rights as well as com
mitments) or becomes insolvent or Suffers a receiver of the whole or part of this asset to be app
ointed.

i. Shall forthwith notify the same to Buyer and the Buyer shall have the right without prejudice
to his other rights or remedies to terminate the unexecuted part of this Contract.

ii. In such an event, the Buyer shall become entitled forthwith to get the refund within 30 day
s of all the advance payments received by the Seller and expenditure incurred as a part of it
s obligations under this contract.

22. Appropriation: Whenever under this contract any sum of money is due or recoverable from Sell
er or payable by the Seller, Buyer shall be entitled to recover such sum by appropriating in part 
or whole by deducting any sum then due or which at any time thereafter may become due to the
Seller in this or any other contract entered by Buyer as a whole its Divisions and Branch Offices 
etc., held by him/her alone or in partnership with others.Should this sum be not sufficient to cov
er the full amount recoverable, the Seller shall pay to Buyer on demand the remaining balance d
ue within 30 days of such written notice. The remaining balance due, if any, will be recovered thr
ough due process of law in case seller becomes defaulter.

23. Applicable Laws/Jurisdiction: All questions, disputes or differences arising out of or in connec
tion with the contract, if concluded shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the Court withi
n the local limits whose jurisdiction the place from which the Acceptance of Tender is issued, is si
tuated. This contract shall be governed by and subject to and interpreted and construed in accor
dance with the Laws of the Republic of India, as may be in force from time to time.

24. Arbitration:
i) Any dispute or difference whatsoever arising between the parties out of relating to the constructi

on, meaning, scope, operation or effect of this contract or the validity or the breach thereof sh
all be settled by bilateral discussions.

ii) Any dispute or difference whatsoever arising between the parties out of or relating to the constr
uction, meaning, scope, operation or effect of this contract or the validity or the breach thereof
, which cannot be settled amicably within sixty (60) days or such longer period as may be mut
ually agreed upon, from the date on which either party informs the other in writing by a notice
that such dispute, disagreement or question exists, shall be settled by arbitration.

iii) The Arbitration Proceedings shall be conducted in India under the Indian Arbitration and Concili
ation Act, 1996 (amended time to time) and the award of such Arbitration shall be enforceable
in Indian Court only. The law applicable to an arbitration shall be Indian law. In case of Foreign 
Seller, Indian law of Foreign law to be decided by contracting parties is applicable.

25. ForIndigenousSeller: The arbitration tribunal shall be consisting of sole arbitrator. The sole arb
itrator shall be nominated by the parties within ninety(90) days of the receipt of the notice mention
ed above through mutual discussions and referred to CMD TCL HQRS.for appointment of the Sole Ar
bitrator with the mutual consent of the parties. The Arbitrator so appointed shall be a Government S
ervant /Ex Government Servant (with mutual consent) who had not dealt with matters to which this
agreement relates and in course of his duties had not expressed views on all or any of the matter in
disputes or differences. Failing which the arbitrator shall be nominated under the provision of Indian
Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 (amended time to time) at the request of either party or by di
spute resolution institutions like Indian Council of Arbitration or ICADR, but said nomination would a
fter consultation with both the parties. The Award of arbitration shall be final and binding on the par
ties to this contract.

26. ForForeignSeller:  The arbitrationtribunal shall be consisting of sole arbitrator. The arbitrator, who 
shall not be a citizen or domicile of the country of either of the parties or of any other country unac
ceptable to any of the parties shall be nominated by the parties within ninety (90) days of the recei
pt of the notice mentioned above, failing which the arbitrator may be nominated under the provisio
ns of Indian Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 (amended time to time) or by dispute resolution
institutions like Indian Council of Arbitration and ICADR. In case, nomination of third arbitrator und
er Indian Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 (amended time to time) or by dispute resolution in
stitutions like ICAand ICADR are not acceptable to the SELLER, then the sole arbitrator may be nom
inated by the President of International Chamber of Commerce, Paris, but the said nomination wou
ld be after consultation with both the parties and shall preclude any citizen with domicile of any co
untry as mentioned above.The Arbitration Tribunal shall have its seat in India or any suitable place
in India as may be decided by the arbitrator.Each party shall bear its own cost of preparing and pr
esenting its case. The cost of arbitration including the fees and expenses of the arbitrator shall be 
shared equally by the SELLER and the BUYER, unless otherwise awarded by the Arbitration Tribuna
l. In the event of a vacancy caused in the office of the arbitrator, the parties which nominated such
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arbitrator shall be entitled to nominate another in his place and the arbitration proceedings shall c
ontinue from the stage they were left by the retiring arbitrator.In the event of both parties failing t
o nominate arbitrator within sixty (60) days of the place of arbitrator falling vacant, then the other 
party shall be entitled after due notice of at least thirty (30) days to request dispute resolution inst
itutions in India like Indian Council of Arbitration or ICADR to nominate another arbitrator as above.
The parties shall continue to perform their respective obligations under this contract during the pe
ndency of the arbitration proceedings except in so far as such obligations are the subject matter of
the said arbitrator proceedings.The language(s) of the arbitration shall be English.

“Except as may be required by law, neither a party nor its representatives may disclose the existe
nce, content, or results of any arbitration hereunder without the prior written consent of (all /both) 
parties.”

In case of technical disputes involving confidential matters, the issue shall be referred to a high
level technical authority for each party, appointed for this purpose.

27. For CPSUs/DPSUs:

In the event of any dispute or difference relating to the interpretation and application of the provisio
ns of the contract, such dispute or difference shall be referred by either party for Arbitration to the 
sole Arbitrator in the Department of Public Enterprises to be nominated by the Secretary to the Go
vernment of India in-Charge of the Department of Public Enterprises.

The Arbitration and Conciliation Act, 1996 (amended time to time) shall not be applicable to the dis
putes, provided, however, any party aggrieved by such award may make a further reference for se
tting aside or revision of the award to be Law Secretary, Department of Legal Affairs, Ministry of La
w & Justice, Government of India. Upon such reference the dispute shall be decided by the Law Se
cretary or the Special Secretary/ Additional Secretary, when so authorized by the Law Secretary, w
hose decision shall bind the Parties finally and conclusively. The Parties to the dispute will share eq
ually the cost of arbitration as intimated by the Arbitrator. If the Department of Public Enterprises f
ails to settle the dispute, the same will be referred to the Committee constituted by the Cabinet Se
cretariat.

28. Indemnity against Patent rights: The Seller shall at all times protect, indemnify and save/ keep
harmless the Buyer, its successors, assigns, any claim made by a third party against all liability, in
cluding costs, expenses, claims, suits or proceedings at law, in equity or otherwise, arising out of, 
or in connection with, any actual or alleged patent infringement (including process patents, if any),
or violation of any license with respect of the stores covered by the order.

29. Bribes:The Seller undertakes that he has not given, offered or promised to give, directly or indirec
tly any gift, consideration, reward, commission, fees brokerage or inducement to any person in ser
vice of the Buyer or otherwise in procuring the Contracts or forbearing to do or for having done or f
or borne to do any act in relation to the obtaining or execution of the Contract or any other Contra
ct with the Government for showing or forbearing to show favour or disfavour to any person in rela
tion to the Contract or any other Contract with the Government. Any breach of the aforesaid under
taking by the seller or any one employed by him or acting on his behalf (whether with or without t
he knowledge of the seller) or the commission of any offers by the seller or anyone employed by hi
m or acting on his behalf, as defined in Chapter IX of the Indian Penal Code, 1860 or the Preventio
n of Corruption Act, 1988 or any other Act enacted for the prevention of corruption shall entitle the
Buyer to cancel the contract and all or any other contracts with the seller and recover from the sell
er the amount of any loss arising from such cancellation. A decision of the buyer or his nominee to 
the effect that a breach of the undertaking had been committed shall be final and binding on the S
eller.Giving or offering of any gift, bribe or inducement or any attempt at any such act on behalf of 
the seller towards any officer/employee of the buyer or to any other person in a position to influen
ce any officer/employee of the Buyer for showing any favour in relation to this or any other contrac
t, shall render the Seller to such liability/ penalty as the Buyer may deem proper, including but not 
limited to termination of the contract, imposition of penal damages, forfeiture of the Bank Guarant
ee and refund of the amounts paid by the Buyer.

30. Sub-contracting/Sub-letting with the permission of the Buyer: Seller shall not be entitled w
ithout buyer’s prior written consent to Sub-contract/Sublet to a third party all or part of the benefits 
or obligations of the Contract (even by way of change of ownership or control), except as expressly 
permitted in this Contract if any, to sub-contract any of its rights and interest under this Contract.

31. Works & Payments during Arbitration: Work under the Contract shall be continued by the Sell
er during the arbitration proceeding, unless otherwise directed in writing by the Buyer or unless the 
matter is such that the work cannot possibly be continued until the decision of the arbitrators is obt
ained, and save as those which are otherwise expressly provided in the Contract, no payment due o
r payable by the Buyer shall be withheld on account of such arbitration proceedings, unless it is the
subject matter or one of the subject matters thereof.

32. Fall Clause:The price quoted shall be in no event exceed the lowest price at which you sell the st
ores or offer to sell stores of identical description to any person(s) / organization including the purch
ases by any department of the Govt. of India, the State Govt. or any statutory undertaking of the Go
vt. of India / State Govt., as the case may be during the period till the completion of the performanc
e of the order placed and during currency of the order. If at any time during the said period, the Sell
er reduces the sales price, sells or offers to sell such stores to any person/ organization including th
e Buyer or any department ofCentral Govt. or any Dept. of State Govt., or any statutory undertakin
g of the Central or State Govt., as the case may be at a price lower than the price chargeable under
the contract, he shall forthwith notify such reduction/sale or offer to sale to the Buyer and the price 
payable under the contract for the stores supplied after the date of coming into force of such reduct
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ion or sale or offer to sale shall stand correspondingly reduced with due allowance for quantities an
d intervening time period.

33. Immunity to the Government of India: It is expressly understood and agreed by and between 
Seller & buyer that buyer is entering into this contact solely on its own behalf and not on behalf any
other person or entity. In particular, it is expressly understood and agreed that Government of India
is not a party to this contract and has no liabilities, obligations or right hereunder. It is expressly un
derstood and agreed that buyer is an independent legal entity with power and authority to enter int
o contracts solely on its own behalf under the applicable laws of India and general principles contra
ct law. Seller expressly agreed acknowledges and understand that buyer is not an agent, representa
tive or delegate to the Government of India. It is further agreed and understood that Government of
India is not and shall not be liable for any acts, omissions, commissions, breaches or other wrongs a
rising out of the contract. Accordingly, Seller hereby expressly waives releases and foregoes any an
d all actions, including counterclaims, impleader claims or counter claims against the Government o
f India arising out of this contract and covenants as to any manner, claim cause or action or this wh
atsoever arising out of or under this contract.

34. Intellectual Property Rights:
a) If any Patent design, trademark, copyright or any other intellectual property rights apply to the d

elivery or accompanying documentation, Buyer shall be entitled to the legal use thereof free of 
charge by means of a non-exclusive, worldwide, perpetual license. All intellectual property right
s that arise due to the execution of the delivery by the Seller and by its employees or third parti
es involved by the Seller for performance of the agreement belong to Buyer.

b) The Seller shall be obligated to do everything necessary to obtain or establish the above mentio
ned rights. The Seller guarantees that the delivery does not infringe on any of the intellectual pr
operty rights of third parties. The Seller shall also be obligated to do everything necessary to o
btain or establish the alternate acceptable arrangement pending resolution of any (alleged) clai
ms by third parties. The Seller shall indemnify the Buyer against any (alleged) claims by third p
arties in this regard and shall reimburse Buyer for any damages suffered as a result thereof.

35. Amendment & Waiver :
Any amendment to Purchase Orders / Contracts would be enforceable only if made in writing an
d duly signed by authorized representatives of the parties hereto. Failure of either Party at any 
time to enforce any of the provisions of this Contract shall not per se constitute a waiver by that
Party of any such provisions nor in any way affect the validity of the Contract or any part hereof
.

36. Classified/Confidentiality: The conditions are as follows:-

a) This Contract and its annexure(s) shall be treated as confidential by the Parties and their offi
cers and employees.

b) Unless otherwise specified herein, neither Party or any of their affiliated companies shall ma
ke any news release, public announcement, advertisement, denial or confirmation, disclose of 
some or any part of this Contract or transactions contemplated under this Agreement to any t
hird party without the prior consent of the other Party.

c) The Party Disclosing information is termed as Disclosing Party and the Party receiving informat
ion is termed as Receiving Party, Each  Party undertakes:

i) to keep the other Party's Confidential Information confidential using the same degree of car
e as the receiving Party uses to protect its own Proprietary Information against public disc
losure but in no case any less degree than reasonable care; and

ii) not to make any disclosure of the other Party's Confidential Information to any third party a
nd to use the same only for the Purpose; and

iii) not to make any copies of the other Party's Confidential Information, or translation or trans
fer of the same to other documents or media nor to disseminate the same within its own 
organization save as is strictly necessary for the Purpose; and

iv) Not to assign the rights and obligations of the Parties without their prior written consent th
ereto.

d) Provided, however, that the foregoing restrictions and obligations shall not apply to any inform
ation which it can be shown:

i.) is already or hereafter becomes published otherwise than through the fault or negligence 
of the receiving Party; or

ii.) is lawfully obtained by the recipient from a third party having rights to disclose to the rec
eiving Party, without restrictions as to use or disclosure, or

iii.) is already known to the receiving Party at the date of receipt of the information pursuant 
tothis Agreement, or

iv.) is independently developed by the receiving Party.
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v.) is required to be disclosed under any law, judicial order or Government order or regulatio
n provided receiving Party gives disclosing Party timely notice, where possible, of the co
ntemplated disclosure so as to give the disclosing Party an opportunity to intervene to pr
eserve the confidentiality of the information. Or such disclosure is limited to those person
s to whom the Receiving Party is legally compelled to disclose the information to; and

e) The technical information provided by SELLER under this Contract shall be treated as confidenti
al by the BUYER and shall be used by BUYER only for purpose intended and shall not be disclose
d to any third party.

f) The provisions of this clause shall survive and remain in force notwithstanding the termination or
expiry of this Contract.

g) The BUYER shall limit access of technical documentation being provided under this Contract onl
y to such of its employees involved in relevant operations concerning the equipment on a need t
o know basis.

h) Non-adherence to this Clause by the Seller shall be treated, amongst others, as a material brea
ch of this Contract.

37. Agents / Agency Clause: The seller confirms and declares to the buyer that the seller is the orig
inal manufacturer or authorized distributor / stockiest of original manufacturer or Govt. Sponsored 
/ Designated Export Agencies (applicable in case of countries where domestic laws do not permit d
irect export by OEMS) of the stores referred to in this offer / contract / Purchase order and  has not
engaged any individual or firm, whether Indian or Foreign whatsoever, to intercede,  facilitate or in
any way to recommend to Buyer or any of itsfunctionaries, whether officially or unofficially, to the 
award of the contract / purchase order to the Seller; nor has any amount been paid, promised or in
tended to be paid to any such individual or firm in respect of any such intercession, facilitation or r
ecommendation. The Seller agrees that if it is established at any time to the satisfaction of the Buy
er that the present declaration is in any way incorrect or if at a later stage it is discovered by the B
uyer that the Seller has engaged any such individual / firm, and paid or intended to pay any amou
nt, gift, reward, fees, commission or consideration to such person, party, firm or institution, wheth
er before or after the signing of this contract / purchase order, the Seller will be liable to refund tha
t amount to the Buyer. The Seller will also be debarred from participating in any RFQ / Tender for n
ew projects / program with Buyer for a minimum period of five years. The Buyer will also have a rig
ht to consider cancellation of the Contract / Purchase order either wholly or in part, without any ent
itlement or compensation to the Seller who shall in such event be liable to refund all payments ma
de by the Buyer in terms of the Contract / Purchase order along with interest at the rate of 2% per 
annum above LIBOR (London Inter Bank Offer Rate) (for foreign vendors) and Base Rate of SBI (Sta
te Bank of India) plus 2% (for Indian vendors). The Buyer will also have the right to recover any suc
h amount from any contracts / Purchase order concluded earlier with Buyer.

38. Force Majeure:
a) If at any time during the execution of the supply order, the performance in whole or in part by 
either Buyer or and by the Seller(s) is / are delayed by any reason of force majeure situations suc
h as acts of civil war, civil commotion, sabotage, hostilities, war, fires, explosions, epidemics, nat
ural calamities like floods, earthquakes, volcanoes, storms, acts of God & laws of respective gov
ernments or any other causes beyond the control of either parties, hereinafter referred to as "ev
ents", provided notice of the occurrence of such event/s is / are communicated by either party, t
o the other party within 21 days from the date of occurrence  thereof, neither party shall by reas
on such events  be entitled to terminate the contract nor shall either party have any claim for da
mages against the other in respect of such non performance and or delay in performance of the 
contract / order. Executions on either side shall be resumed as soon as practicable after such ev
ent has come to an end or ceased to exist and the decision of Buyer as to whether activities can 
resume or not, shall be conclusive and final. Occurrence of the events to be certified by Chambe
r of Commerce / Indian High Commission or Embassies / Government in that Country.

b) The performance in whole or in part under the captioned tender / contract is prevented or dela
yed by reason of any such event for a period exceeding sixty days either party may at its option 
terminate the contract / further processing of the tender. The relative obligations of both the part
ies remain suspended during the actual period of force majeure.

c) The Buyer may extend the delivery schedule as mutually agreed, on receipt of written commun
ication from the Seller regarding occurrence of 'Force Majeure' conditions, but not exceeding six 
months from the scheduled delivery date. If the 'Force Majeure' conditions extend beyond this p
eriod, the Buyer shall have the right to cancel the order without any financial implication to the B
uyer or on terms mutually agreed to.

39. Exit Criteria: The contract/order may be terminated under the following circumstances:
a) In the event of unsatisfactory performance by the Seller during the contract period, or any of th

e information provided by the Seller is found to be untrue, or Seller is found to have attempted
to influence any person involved with the contract through unethical means, the contract shall
be terminated with month’s advance notice without any financial implication to Buyer. Notwith
standing,theforegoing,incaseswhereitis foundthat a Seller is engaged in unethical practices, th
e same shall be barred from participating in the future contracts for a period of ………… years. 
As per latest guidelines issued by MoD/Govt. of India.

b) If there is change in Buyer requirement, contract shall be terminated withmonths advance noti
ce. The liability of Buyer in this case will be agreed mutually. In the event of termination of con
tract by either party the Seller shall ensure following:-

i) IPR’s are transferred to Buyer to enable Buyer to proceed on the work with other Seller. Se
ller also will render all assistance till the other Seller fully take over the balance work.

ii) Transfer title and deliver all or any part thereof of the supplies, materials, work-in- progres
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s, finished Products, Tooling, drawings and data produced or acquired by Seller specificall
y for the Product being terminated.

iii) Supply of products and its components / spares at least for a period ofyears from the date
of such termination.

c) The Seller is declared bankrupt or becomes insolvent.

d) The delivery of material is delayed due to causes of Force Majeure by more than (  months).

e) Based on the decision of the Arbitration Tribunal.

40. Cartel Formation:
a) Cartel formation or quoting of pool rates or quoting in collusion is  against  the  basic principle 

of competitive bidding and shall attract penal and punitive measures; including suspension/ba

e) The purchaser reserves the right to delete the registered firms who quote in CARTEL from list o
f approved/registered sources or to debar them for competing for a period to be decided by th
e purchaser.

f) The name of the newly registered firm which enters into CARTEL on getting registered will be s
ummarily deleted from the list of registered suppliers.

g) New firms will have to submit an undertaking that they will not be part of a cartel with other ve
ndors and will quote competitive rates in the tenders; otherwise would face expulsion from the
list of vendor.

41. Access to Books of Accounts: In case it is found to the satisfaction of the Buyer that the Bidde
r has engaged an Agent or paid commission or influenced any person to obtain the contract as d
escribed in clauses relating to Agents/Agency Commission and penalty for use of undue influenc
e, the Bidder, on a specific request of the Buyer, shall provide necessary information / inspection
of the relevant financial documents / information.

NR. Authorised Indian dealers of foreign OEMs participating in the TE shall quote and be paid onl
y in INR. The foreign exchange rates applied for conversion  from  one  currency  to another shall
be the exchange rate (BC Selling Rate) notified by the Parliament Street Branch of SBI, New Delh
i / RBI on the last date of submission of Bids.

44. Paying Authority: The organization of the Local Accounts office OEFC concerned or their subor
dinate offices or any paying authority authorized to make payment for such procurements will b
e the Paying Authority.

ix) Performance Bank Guarantee/ Indemnity bond (only for PSUs), as applicable
x) Guarantee / Warranty certificate
xi) Name and address, Account type, Account number, IFSC code, MICR code (if these details a

re not incorporated in supply order/contract)

xii) Any other document / certificate that may be provided for in the consequent Supply Order/
Contract.

(Note – A part from above indicative list, the documents relevant to the procurement undertaken t
hrough GeM portal shall be submitted).

 47. Quantity Tolerance: Normally no quantity variation in the supplies under the consequent Contract
shall be permitted. However, in justified cases, such excess/ short supplies may be accepted by 
the Buyer, subject to the value of such excess/ short supplies not exceeding five percent of the o
riginal value of the contract, and the payment being admitted only for the actually quantity suppl
ied.

b) Qualitative Discrepancy: The warranty should remain valid for twelve months after the goods or any
portion thereof, as the case may be, have been delivered to and accepted at the final destination indi
cated in the contract, or for eighteen months after the date of shipment from the place of loading, wh
ichever period concludes earlier.

c) Quality Claims on account of Defects or Deficiencies in JRI: The quality claims for defects or deficienc
ies in quality noticed during the JRI/PDI shall be presented within forty five days of completion of JRI/P
DI and acceptance of goods. Quality claims shall be presented for defects or deficiencies in quality n
oticed during warranty period earliest but not later than forty five days after expiry of the guarantee 
period.

The quantity and quality claims should be submitted to the seller in the prescribed format enclos
ed in annexures.

The Seller shall settle the claims within 45 days from the date of receipt of the claim at the
Sellers Office, subject to acceptance of the claim by the Seller. In case no response is received d
uring this period the claim will be deemed to have been accepted.

The Seller shall collect the defective or rejected goods from the location nominated by the Buyer
and deliver the repaired or replacement goods at the same location under the Sellers arrangeme
nt.

Claims may also be settled by reduction of cost of goods under claim from bonds submitted by t
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he Seller or payment of claim amount by Seller through demand draft drawn on an Indian Bank, 
in favour of Paying Authority.

53. Public Procurement (Preference to Make in India) Policy: Provisions contained in Public Pro
curement (Preference to Make in India), Order 2017 issued by Department for Promotion of Industr
y and Internal Trade vide letter No. P-45021/2/2017P-(B.E-II) dated 04th June, 2020 shall be followe
d.

P Proposal issued by the Service HQrs>* will not be eligible to participate in this Tender Enquiry. An
undertaking to the effect that the firm or its group associate is not participating in< Details of the R
FP Proposal issued by the Service HQrs> * is to be provided by the firm. At any stage during the per
iod of the contract, if the aforesaid undertaking is found to be false the BUYER (OFs/OFB) to take all 
or any one or more of the following actions, wherever required:-

(i) To immediately call off the pre-contract negotiations without assigning any reason or giving any 
compensation to the Bidder. However, the proceedings with the other Bidder(s) would continue

(ii) The Earnest Money Deposit/Performance Security Deposit/Performance Bond shall stand forfeite
d either fully or partially, as decided by the Buyer and the Buyer shall not be required to assign 
any reason therefore.
