Parties a
gree that Seller’s claim for any such interest shall not be considered and shall be void. The Arbitrator
or tribunal shall have no right to award pre-reference and pendent-lite interest in the matter to the S
eller. Where the arbitral award is for the payment of money, no interest shall be payable by Buyer on
whole or any part of the money for any period till the date on which the award is made.
