9.      If the successful bidder fails to supply the goods of the prescrib
ed specification or fails to deliver the goods within stipulated per
iod as specifically mentioned in the supply order, the department
shall be at liberty to arrange supplies by re-biding or otherwise a
t the risk and cost of the bidder.
