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Risk and Cost against Balance Work

In case of breach of contract, wherever the value of security instruments like performance bank g
uarantee available with BHEL against the said contract is atleast 10% of the contract value, the sa
me be encashed. In case the value of the security instruments available is less than 10% of the co
ntract value, the balance amount be recovered from other financial remedies (i.e. available bills o
f the contractor, retention amount, etc. with BHEL) or legal remedies be pursued.
