8. No-deviation Certificate: Any Techno-Commercial clarifications/deviations to the specification requireme
nts are to be clearly indicated in the NO deviation format. Hidden deviations indicated elsewhere in the off
er will not be evaluated.

9. Fraud Prevention Policy: Bidder along with its associate /collaborators /sub-contractors /sub-vendors / co
nsultants / service providers shall strictly adhere to BHEL Fraud Prevention Policy displayed on BHEL websi
te http://www.bhel.com and shall immediately bring to the notice of BHEL Management about any fraud or
suspected fraud as soon as it comes to their notice.

10. Cartel Formation: The Bidder declares that they will not enter into any illegal or undisclosed agreemen
t or understanding, whether formal or informal with other Bidder(s). This applies in particular to prices, sp
ecifications, certifications, subsidiary contracts, submission or non-submission of bids or any other actions 
to restrict competitiveness or to introduce cartelization in the bidding process. In case, the Bidder is found 
having indulged in above activities, suitable action shall be taken by BHEL as per extant policies/ guidelin
es.

11. GST Conditions:

Response to Tenders for Indigenous supplier will be entertained only if the vendor has a valid GST registra
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tion Number (GSTIN) which should be clearly mentioned in the offer. If the dealer is exempted from GST re
gistration, a declaration with due supporting documents need to be furnished for considering the offer.
Dealers under composition scheme should declare that he is a composition dealer supported by the scree
n shot taken from GSTN portal. The dealer has to submit necessary documents if there is any change in st
atus under GST.

Supplier shall mention their GSTIN in all their invoices (incl. credit Notes, Debit Notes) and invoices shall b
e in the format as specified/prescribed under GST laws. Invoices shall necessarily contain Invoice number (
in case of multiple numbering system is being followed for billing like SAP invoice no, commercial invoice n
o etc., then the Invoice No. which is linked/uploaded in GSTN network shall be clearly indicated), Billed to p
arty (with GSTIN) & Shipped to party details, item description as per PO, Quantity, Rate, Value, applicable t
axes with nomenclature (like IGST, SGST, CGST & UTGST) separately, HSN/ SAC Code, Place of Supply etc.

12. Conflict of interest:

"A bidder shall not have conflict of interest with other bidders. Such conflict of interest can lead to anti-co
mpetitive practices to the detriment of Procuring Entity's interests. The bidder found to have a conflict of i
nterest shall be disqualified. A bidder may be considered to have a conflict of interest with one or more pa
rties in this bidding process, if:

a) they have controlling partner (s) in common; or

b) they receive or have received any direct or indirect subsidy/ financial stake from any of them; or

c) they have the same legal representative/agent for purposes of this bid; or

d) they have relationship with each other, directly or through common third parties, that puts them in a po
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sition to have access to information about or influence on the bid of another Bidder; or

e) Bidder participates in more than one bid in this bidding process. Participation by a Bidder in more than 
one Bid will result in the disqualification of all bids in which the parties are involved. However, this does no
t limit the inclusion of the components/ sub-assembly/ Assemblies from one bidding manufacturer in more 
than one bid; or

f) In cases of agents quoting in offshore procurements, on behalf of their principal manufacturers, one age
nt cannot represent two manufacturers or quote on their behalf in a particular tender enquiry. One manufa
cturer can also authorize only one agent/dealer.

14. Incident management Policy on GeM:

GeM is a trust based system and self- declaration is the key, along with a strong automated process to pen
alize any deviant behavior on part of Sellers / Buyers. For this purpose, deviations from the terms and con
ditions of procurement on GeM, including general terms and conditions, special and additional terms and c
onditions and any other relevant Government rules and guidelines, are termed as “deviation”. A deviation 
can occur while listing the products on GeM, at pre- contract stage, during bidding or at post contract stag
e on GeM. The mechanism for reporting and initiating action on such deviation has been detailed in the Inc
ident Management Policy available on GeM portal under Resources. All stakeholders of GeM shall be boun
d by the actions as detailed in the Incident Management Policy.

All administrative actions under this Incident Management Policy, taken by GeM against any of the stakeh
olders shall not cause any limitation on the legal and/or contractual remedies including any financial recov
eries, available to Buyers/Sellers under the Terms and Conditions of contract and/or GeM policies. In case t
he Buyer / Seller choose to pursue any of these remedies, GeM shall not be made party to such proceedin
gs / remedial actions taken by Buyer/Seller under the contractual provisions.

If any individual has registered multiple proprietorship concerns as separate seller entities on GeM under d
ifferent business names (with same PAN), all such Seller entities would be equally impacted by the action t
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aken against any one of such entities for his default / deviation under incident management policy.

All the allied firms, as per definition of DOE’s OM number F.1/20/2018PPD dated 02/Nov/2021, will be equa
lly impacted by the action taken against any one of such entities for the default / deviation under Incident 
Management Policy.

Following is the definition of allied firms: All concerns which come within the sphere of effective influence o
f the debarred firms shall be treated as allied firms. In determining this, the following factors may be taken
into consideration:

a. Whether the management is common.

b. Majority interest in the management is held by the partners or directors of banned / suspended firm.

c. Substantial or majority shares are owned by the banned/ suspended firm and by virtue of this it has a co
ntrolling voice.

d. Directly or indirectly controls or is controlled by or is under common control with another bidder.

e. All successor firms will also be considered as allied firms.

15. Liquidated Damages: If the Seller/Service Provider fails to deliver any or all of the Goods/Services withi
n the original/re-fixed delivery period(s) specified in the contract, the Buyer will be entitled to deduct/reco
ver the Liquidated Damages for the delay, unless covered under Force Majeure conditions aforesaid, @ 0.5
% of the contract value of delayed quantity per week or part of the week of delayed period as pre-estimate
d damages not exceeding 10% of the contract value of delayed quantity without any controversy/dispute 
of any sort whatsoever.

16. Dispatch Clearance: Supplier has to dispatch the material/item/equipment only after the issuance of Di
spatch clearance from BHEL Trichy. Even though dispatch clearance has been issued by BHEL Trichy, it do
es not absolve supplier responsibility of supplying the machine to the agreed specification, standard, and e
nsuring performance of the equipment as per the terms and conditions of the PO.

17. Breach of contract, Remedies and Termination:

a) In case of breach of contract, wherever the value of security instruments like performance bank guarant
ee available with BHEL against the said contract will be encashed.

b) In case the value of the security instruments available is less than 10% of the contract value, the balanc
e amount will be recovered in all or any of the following manners:

i) from dues available in the form of Bills payable to defaulted supplier against the same contract.

ii) from the dues payable to defaulted supplier against other contracts in the same Region/Unit /any other 
region/unit.

iii) In-case recoveries are not possible with any of the above available options, Legal action shall be initiate
d for recovery against defaulted supplier.

c) Further, levy of liquidated damages, debarment, termination, de-scoping, short-closure, etc., will be app
lied as per provisions of the contract.

18. Delivery Period for Supply – 6 Weeks and for E&C – 2 Weeks. Whereas no relaxation is envisaged in thi
s subject tender. Any deviation in delivery period opted by any vendor, will not considered for Price Bid

Opening/further evaluation.

Also Order acceptance should not be linked to the delivery period.

Note:

1. BHEL may negotiate the L1 rate, if not meeting our budget / estimated cost. BHEL may re-float the tende
r opened, if L1 price is not acceptable to BHEL.

2. BHEL reserves its right to reject an offer due to unsatisfactory past performance by the respective Vend
or in the execution of any contract to any BHEL project / Unit.

BHEL will proceed with tender evaluation as per GeM general terms and conditions and ATC only.

5. Any change in applicable rates of Tax or any other statutory levies (Direct / Indirect) or any new introdu
ction of any levy by means of statute and its corresponding liability for the deliveries beyond the agreed d
elivery date for reasons not attributable to BHEL will be to vendors account. BHEL will not reimburse the sa
me and any subsequent claim in this respect will be summarily rejected
